Mr. President, distinguished delegates:

On behalf of Corporate Accountability, CLAS, Global Alliance For Tobacco Control and ASH,
we welcome the progress highlighted in the report. The Region of the Americas has taken
significant steps in tobacco control, consolidating its leadership in public health. A key
achievement has been the adoption of the PAHO Tobacco Control Strategy 2025-2030, which
strengthens the implementation of the FCTC and addresses emerging challenges. This milestone
demonstrates that it is possible to reach strong political consensus on measures that, despite the
persistent interference of the tobacco industry, have proven effective in protecting the lives and

health of millions of people.

South America has already reached the goal of declaring all its countries smoke-free. This
achievement should inspire us to move toward a 100% tobacco-free Latin America, prioritizing
the strengthening of regulatory frameworks in the Caribbean, where important gaps remain.
Regional experience shows how the tobacco industry seeks to hinder progress through false
transformation narratives, the promotion of supposedly “reduced-risk” products, and the use of

front groups that conceal their real interests.

These lessons are consistent with the IACHR REDESCA report on noncommunicable diseases,
which underscores the urgency of comprehensively addressing risk factors. The tobacco control
experience offers valuable lessons to strengthen public policies against other NCD determinants

and to consolidate health as a fundamental human right.

La Region de las Américas ha dado
pasos trascendentales en control del tabaco, consolidando su liderazgo en salud publica. Un logro
clave ha sido la adopcion de la Estrategia de Control de Tabaco 2025-2030 de la OPS, que
refuerza la implementacion del CMCT y responde a los desafios emergentes. Este hito demuestra
que es posible alcanzar consensos politicos firmes sobre medidas que, pese a la incesante
interferencia de la industria tabacalera, resultan eficaces para proteger la vida y la salud de

millones de personas.

Sudamérica ya alcanzé la meta de declararse libre de humo en todos sus paises. Este logro debe
inspirar a avanzar hacia una Latinoamérica 100% libre de tabaco, priorizando el fortalecimiento
de los marcos regulatorios en el Caribe, donde atin existen importantes brechas. La experiencia
regional evidencia como la industria tabacalera intenta frenar el progreso mediante narrativas de
falsa transformacion, la promocion de productos supuestamente de “menor riesgo” y el uso de

grupos fachada que encubren sus verdaderos intereses.

Estos aprendizajes coinciden con el informe de la REDESCA de la CIDH sobre enfermedades no
transmisibles, que subraya la urgencia de enfrentar integralmente los factores de riesgo. La
experiencia en control de tabaco ofrece lecciones valiosas para robustecer politicas frente a otros

determinantes de las ENT y consolidar la salud como un derecho humano fundamental.
